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7) Signal Shala

Parvaah, the social initiative of K.J. Somaiya College of Engineering has been consistently active
with charity-work and has always supported social causes. It joined hands with the Signal Shala
Foundation on the 18th and 19th of January to spread awareness regarding Parvaah’s three-year-
long initiative of creating a zero-waste community and reducing the amount of waste being
generated. This was the second consecutive year for this project. Signal Shala is a not-for-profit
organisation that functions under the flyover located at Teen Haat Naka, Thane and has
rehabilitated the children of poverty-ridden citizens of the locality to educate them. With the aim
of spreading awareness at the 180-second traffic signal, the students of Signal Shala enacted a
skit taught to them by the volunteers of Parvaah.
